THE INSPIRED LEADER OF PRAYER  
A short course for Sh’lichei/Shlichot Tsibbur to develop and enhance their experience of 
leading services, leadership skills and personal spiritual development, with focus on Rosh 
Hashanah. 
  
Tutor: Chazan Jaclyn Chernett, Director of Studies, European Academy for Jewish Liturgy 
 
Note: This short course is not a complete instruction for leading the Rosh Hashanah Services.  Even 
professional chazanim must immerse themselves in lifelong learning and continuous self‐evaluation.  
This course is for students who, while learning traditional modes, chants and melodies, will focus on 
their role as meaning‐maker and spiritual leader through prayer, particularly at the height of 
community involvement.  The aim of this course is to encourage students to continue their studies 
and development as Shlichei/Shlichot Tsibbur and become inspiring leaders of their communities. 
 
Texts taught will be in accordance with mainstream Ashkenazi rite.  
 
Machzor ‐ Rabbinical Assembly (Harlow). Students are asked to provide their own. It is preferred 
that we work from the same Machzor. However, any traditional Ashkenazi text will suffice.

Introduction to Nusach Hatefillah: defining what constitutes Jewish 
liturgical music – helpful categorisation.

Mode and mood: defining the basic modes and their purpose.  
Introduction to modes of Yamim Noraim – cantillation as basis 

Wednesday 30 June  Cantillation for Yamim Noraim 
Thursday 1 July  Ma’ariv l’Rosh Hashanah  and picking up ‘Misinai melodies’ 
Sunday 4 July  Ma’ariv l’Rosh Hashanah  
Monday 5 July  P’suke d’Zimra Rosh Hashanah/Yom Kippur 
Tuesday 6 July  Shacharit Rosh Hashanah 
Wednesday 7 July   Shacharit Rosh Hashanah 
Thursday 8 July  Torah service Rosh Hashanah 
Sunday 11 July  Musaf Rosh Hashanah 
Monday 12 July  Musaf Rosh Hashanah 
Tuesday 13 July  Musaf Rosh Hashanah 
Wednesday 14 July  Musaf Rosh Hashanah and conclusion to course.
